Sabertec was founded in the Spring of 2005 after acquiring the rights to a new technology used to reduce 
emissions of both diesel and gasoline engines. This groundbreaking technology, formerly called “PROAR”, 
was invented in São Paulo, Brazil, where it has been under development since 2000.  
 
The company’s headquarters are currently located in Austin TX, which National Geographic rated as one of 
the top environmentally conscious US cities.

Sabertec’s mission is to provide highly effective and universally affordable emissions solutions that can be 
applied within a wide range of operating conditions.   
 
Sabertec also strives to be the preeminent provider of education and resources that assists individuals, 
companies, and governments to understand and address the issue of emissions pollution within their 
communities. 
 
The Products  
 
BLADE: BLADE is an aftermarket automotive product that is easily installed on the tailpipe of a car.  It is 
proven to significantly reduce emissions of Greenhouse Gases (CO2, CH4, NOx), emissions of air pollution 
(HC, CO), and emissions of toxic particulate material (PM).  Independent lab tests also prove that BLADE 
increases fuel economy.   
 
Testing was performed by: Lactec Laboratories (Curitiba, Brazil), and Automotive Testing and Development 
Services, Inc. (Ontario, CA), an independent testing laboratory which is accepted by the United States 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and is licensed by the California Air Resources Board (CARB). Both 
labs are considered to be premier emissions testing and certification laboratories in the world. 
 
Impact Diesel Particulate Filters (IDPF’s): IDPF’s are effective, low cost diesel particulate material filters. 
They have been proven by the University of São Paulo’s Laboratory of Atmospheric Research to reduce 
emissions of PM2.5 by as much as 70%.  IDPF’s are capable of working with high sulfur content diesel; they 
do not produce CO2 as a bi-product of filtration, and they are extremely price competitive when compared to 
catalytic filtration technologies.
